Economic Life

Economy in the Vedic period was sustained
by a combination of pastoralism and agriculture.
Though occupation of Rig Vedic Aryans was cattle
rearing, there were carpenters, chariot makers,
potters, smiths, weavers, and leather workers.
Ochre Coloured Pottery (OCP) was attributed to
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this period. Horses, cows, goats, sheep, oxen and
dogs were domesticated.

When Aryans permanently settled in Sindh
and the Punjab regions they began to practise
agriculture. The staple crop was yava (barley).
There is no mention of wheat or cotton in the
Rig-Veda, though both were cultivated by the
Indus people. Two crops a year were raised.

In the later Vedic period the Aryans tamed
elephants, apart from cow, goat, sheep and horse.
In addition to craftsmen of early Vedic period
there were also jewellers, dyers and smelters.
Pottery of this period was Painted Grey Ware
Culture.

Use of iron plough and axe helped to put more
areas of land under cultivation. Crops of wheat,
rice and barley were cultivated. With the growth
of agriculture, the idea of private possession of
land came into existence. New crafts and arts
developed leading to surplus production of
commodities for sale.

Marriage Assistance Scheme

Various Marriage Assistance Schemes have
been implemented through the Department of
Social Welfare and Women Empowerment for the
purpose of ensuring girl child education, prevent-
ing child marriage, promoting widow remarriage
and inter-caste marriages.

Dr. Muthulakshmi Reddy Ammaiyar Memori-
al Inter-Caste Marriage Assistance Scheme : In or-
der to abolish caste discrimination and to elimi-
nate dowry harassment, a scheme to encourage
inter-caste marriage by providing financial assis-
tance was launched in the year 1968 and is now
being implemented.

Dr.Dharmambal Ammaiyar Memorial Widow
Remarriage Assistance Scheme was started in the
year 1975 with an intention to rehabilitate the

widows as well as to encourage the remarriage
of widows.

E.V.R Maniyammaiyar Memorial Widow’s
Daughter Marriage Assistance Scheme was start-
ed in the year 1982 with an intention to help the
poor widowed mothers to get their daughters
married.

Annai Theresa Memorial Orphan Girl Marriage
Assistance Scheme was launched as a marriage
assistance scheme, during the year 1985 to help
for the marriage of the orphan girls.

Moovalur Ramamirtham Ammaiyar Ninaivu
Marriage Assistance Scheme has been revamped
as “Moovalur Ramamirtham Ammaiyar Higher Ed-
ucation Assurance Scheme”.

Under the E.V.R Maniyammaiyar Memorial
Widow’s Daughter Marriage Assistance Scheme
and Annai Theresa Ammaiyar Memorial Orphan
Girls Marriage Assistance Scheme, the beneficia-
ries are given 8 gram gold coin along with cash
assistance of Rs.50,000/- for the graduates and
diploma holders and Rs.25,000/- cash assistance
for others.

Under Dr.Dharmambal Ammaiyar Memorial
Widow Remarriage Assistance Scheme and
Dr.Muthulakshmi Reddy Memorial Inter-caste
Marriage Assistance Scheme, the beneficiaries
are given 8 gram gold coin along with cash assis-
tance of Rs.25,000/- which is disbursed as
Rs.15,000/- through Electronic Clearing Service
(ECS) and Rs.10,000/- in the form of National Sav-
ings Certificate (NSC) to non graduates and cash
assistance of Rs.50,000/- for Degree/ Diploma
Holders which is disbursed as Rs.30,000/- through
Electronic Clearance Service (ECS) and Rs.20,000/
- as National Savings Certificate (NSC).

A sum of Rs.64.44 Crore has been provided in
the Budget Estimate for the year 2022-2023.

It acts as a central repository of knowledge,
information, research and data on all gender re-
lated issues and is the main body servicing the
National and State Mission Authority.

National Policy on Education

The first National Education Policy of 1968
marked a significant step in the history of Dr.
Radhakrishnaneducation in post-independent
India. It aimed to promote national progress, a
sense of common citizenship and culture and to
strengthen national integration. In 1986, the Gov-
ernment of India introduced a New Education
Policy. The aim of New Education Policy was to
transfer a static society into a vibrant one with a
commitment to development and change. It
emphasised on equal opportunities for
marginalised sections of the country and the re-
moval of disparity through scholarships, adult
education and open universities, especially for
rural India. The New Education Policy called for a
child-centred approach in primary education and
launched Operation Blackboard to improve pri-
mary schools nationwide.

The New Education Policy was revised again
in 1992. It envisaged the formulation of a Nation-
al Curriculum Framework, emphasis on in-service
education, improvement of facilities and stream-
lining of the evaluation system at the secondary
stage.

Red Data Book of India

India, a mega-diverse country with only 2.4% of
the world’s land area, accounts for 7-8% of all re-
corded species, including over 45,000 species of
plants and 91,000 species of animals. The coun-
try’s diverse physical features and climatic condi-
tions have resulted in a variety of ecosystems such
as forests, wetlands, grasslands, deserts, coastal
and marine ecosystems which harbour and sus-
tain high biodiversity and contribute to human
well being. Four out of 34 globally identified
biodiversity hotspots, the Himalayas, the West-
ern Ghats, the North-East, and the Nicobar Islands,
can be found in India.

India became a state member of IUCN in 1969,
through the Ministry of environment, Forest and
Climate Change (MoEFCC). The IUCN India coun-
try office was established in 2007 in New Delhi.
Red Data Book of India contains the conservation
status of animals and plants which are found in
the Indian subcontinent. Surveys conducted by
the Zoological Survey of India and the Botanical
Survey of India under the guidance of the Minis-
try of Environment, Forest and Climate Change
provide the data for this book.

Now,
Blue Cross of India is country’s largest animal
welfare organizations and it runs several animal
welfare events like pet adaptation and animal
right awareness. Blue Cross of India has received

several international and national awards. This
organization is entirely looked after by volun-
teers. The main office is located at Guindy,
Chennai, with all amenities like hospitals, shel-
ters, ambulance services and animal birth con-
trols, etc. Activities of the organization include,
providing shelters, re-homing, adoption, animal
birth control, maintaining hospitals and mobile
dispensary and providing ambulance services
